FORMULATED ACCORDING TO THE SEASON

Uses:

Del-Val Flashing Cement is specially formulated to be applied to vertical surfaces. This product is primarily used to
maintain and repair flashings around parapet walls, chimneys, skylights, downspouts and cornices. It is also useful as a
general purpose roof cement for repairing leaks associated with cracks, splits or blisters in BUR, asphalt, shingle and
metal roofs.

Method and Rate of Application:

Apply with a trowel, to a clean, dry surface. Spread Del-Val Flashing Cement to approximately 1/8 in. thickness and work
thoroughly into defect. When repairing cracks or blisters apply mastic over the damaged area, embed United Asphalt
Fabric for reinforcement. Then apply another coat of Del-Val Flashing Cement over the entire area. Care should be taken
not to apply too thick, (especially hanging felt on a vertical) as this will put stress on the product. One gallon will cover
approximately 13 sq. ft. Do not thin product.
